I’m Dr. Matthew Roberts, the academic advisor for Distance Learning students and
Director of the Distance Learning (DL) program here at Patrick Henry College. I’m delighted
that you have decided to join us, and hope that you find your classes edifying and
conducive to fulfilling God’s call on your life!

If you’re new to DL, you should have received from the Registrar your PHC email address
and login information to access the student portal, which you can find at
(campus.phc.edu/studentportal/login.asp). If you have just been enrolled in the College,
you will be hearing from the Registrar (Registrar@phc.edu) shortly. If you have not received
this information, feel free to email the Registrar to get this information.

All official college communications, including from your professors, will come to your PHC
email address, so please check it regularly. Please refrain from using your personal email
address once you have your PHC email up and running. Dr. Arthurton, our Spanish
instructor, will shortly be communicating with you via email. However, if you haven’t heard
from him by the end of the day, Friday, May 17th, please feel free to contact him via your
PHC email: eearthurton@phc.edu.

Mrs. Kim Estep, the Director of the Bookstore, will be happy to help you
with ordering your textbooks or getting online access. Be sure to do this ASAP so as to have
your books in hand when classes begin next week.
